1. Unanimously approved via voice vote, a new Public Policy Position Statement on School Calendars:

The American Camp Association® (ACA) believes the organized camp experience is a vital component in the development and education of the whole child.  ACA supports local educational objectives which include a school calendar that recognizes and promotes the developmental needs of children and youth with appropriate programming and schedules.  In addition, ACA encourages educational objectives that allow for the extension of organized summer camp experiences to all children.  Furthermore, ACA also supports a partnership between educational officials, community youth development professionals, and parents in determining the school calendar.
2. Unanimously approved via voice vote, a new Public Policy Position Statement on Children and Nature:

The American Camp Association® (ACA) believes that young people benefit emotionally, socially, physically, and spiritually from spending time in close contact with the natural world.  This critical connection is essential to healthy development. ACA supports and actively participates in public and private partnerships and collaborations that make positive nature-based opportunities available to children, youth and families.  Furthermore, ACA will advocate on behalf of and in cooperation with children and youth to develop and mobilize resources that introduce, educate, and personally connect children with the natural environment.
