Issue: Standards Regarding AEDs at Camp and Aquatic Certifications
SUMMARY

The National Standards Commission (NSC) has been reviewing the common practice regarding the use of AEDs in public spaces and the expectation of the public regarding the availability of AEDs.  They would like the Council of Delegates (COD) to re-visit this Standard.  

Based on recent updates by the American Red Cross and other aquatic certifying agencies to provide site specific aquatic certifications (for lake, pool, water park, etc), the NSC feels now is the appropriate time to begin the discussion regarding these certifications as they relate to the ACA Standards.
