Issue: Camp Safety
SUMMARY

Should the issue of camp safety suddenly rise to a higher level of public awareness and interest, it is critical that ACA not get caught without a statement about camp safety.  We believe that a higher level is imminent and we fell a sense of urgency in getting a public policy statement about camp safety approved. (From the ACA Public Policy Committee.)
The ACA National Board has approved a draft statement.
ACTION REQUESTED OF THE COUNCIL OF DELEGATES

Approve the draft statement on camp safety that was approved by the ACA National Board at their October 2003 meeting.
BACKGROUND INFORMATION

ACA has been working on a public policy statement on camp safety since 2001 when there was a bill being considered in Congress.  That bill – the Recreational Camp Safety Act (HR 2451 – “The Shays Bill”) was of concern to us as an industry.  That bill was not passed.
Now, in the 108th Congress, there is a new bill under consideration – HR 2145 – The Camp Safety Act of 2003 (sponsored by Rep. Robert Andrews of New Jersey).  It is imperative that ACA have an approved statement on camp safety.
