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The ACA Council of Delegates

Delegates
The Council of Delegates consists of:
· The members of the ACA Board of Directors; and, 
· Delegates from each chartered Section to be elected as follows:

· One delegate from each Section with membership in good standing of not more than sixty.

· Sections with membership in good standing larger than sixty shall have one additional delegate for each additional sixty members or fraction thereof in excess of thirty members.

· The numbers of delegates shall be based on the membership counts as of June 30 of the previous year.

Voting Rights of Delegates

Each delegate shall be entitled to one vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the Council of Delegates. The CEO, National staff, and Section Executives shall have non-voting, but full discussion privileges at meetings of the Council of Delegates. 

Functions of the Council of Delegates

· To act upon such matters of business as may be referred to it by the Board of Directors.

· Authority to amend the Corporation’s Articles of Incorporation and By-Laws.

· Approve revisions to Standards.

· Approve the criteria for chartering Sections.

· Approve the content and revisions to ACA’s statements on ethics. 

· Authority to approve or rescind public policy position statements on issues that affect camps and ACA’s membership. 

Meetings of the Council of Delegates

· An annual meeting of the Council of Delegates shall be held at the National Conference

· Special meetings of the Council of Delegates may be called by the President, a majority of the Board of Directors, or not less than one-tenth of the delegates to the Council of Delegates having voting rights.
