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ACA Property and Liability Insurance Coverage
Fiscal Year 2008
The General Liability, Excess Blanket Catastrophe Liability, and Directors and Officers Liability Insurance carried by ACA insures all ACA Sections as well as the national organization.

Because ACA charters authorize Sections as extensions of the national organization, actions on the Section level could develop into lawsuits in which the entire association could be included.  Sections could also be drawn into any litigation which was brought against the national headquarters.  

ACA paid nearly $60,000 in the current fiscal year for property, casualty, and liability coverage’s. The Sections and the ACA Foundation share part of the costs of casualty and liability coverage based upon formulas which take into consideration the number of members, registered camps, and gross incomes. Sections and the Foundation will pay $23,700 of the total bill, leaving a balance of $36,300 to be covered in the national budget.

Association Policies

The insurance policies in place cover the association (National and Section) operations and activities:

Comprehensive General Liability

This policy provides a $1,000,000 primary limit per occurrence ($5,000,000 general aggregate limit) for bodily injury, personal injury, and property damage claims.  Limited acts of terrorism coverage is included.  It also contains an employee dishonesty (crime) coverage of $250,000, with a $5,000 deductible.

Volunteer Accident Coverage
This policy covers volunteers for reimbursement of medical expenses incurred when acting in their volunteer capacity for the Association. The limits of liability are $5,000 per accident on a primary basis, with a $100 deductible per claim.

Umbrella Liability Coverage, Catastrophe, Liability

This policy provides a total of $5,000,000 in the aggregate, of additional liability insurance protection. It includes limited acts of terrorism coverage.  It operates above the $1,000,000 primary limit provided by the Comprehensive policy. It has a $10,000 deductible amount.

Association Liability Policy 

(Directors and Officers Liability)
This policy provides a separate primary $5,000,000 limit of liability insurance for the Association and the individual board directors and officers for wrongful acts committed in the discharge of their duties to the Association.  It has a $25,000 deductible amount. There is no Blanket Catastrophe Liability above this limit.

Business Auto
 ACA also maintains a Business Auto Insurance Policy for ACA national’s vehicles owned and leased vehicles. However, this policy does cover the Sections so that if they rent buses for an event, the policy picks up the exposure above the owner’s insurance. The liability coverage in this policy is $1,000,000. (All costs born by national).   It also includes limited coverage for acts of terrorism.
Deductible Pool

Part of the association risk management plan is to share the risk of the Association Liability deductible, which is currently $25,000.  The national office collects regular payment from the Sections, funding an escrow account to pay the Sections' portion in case of a claim.  The Section payments show as a liability on the ACA Statement of Financial Position.

Basis on Which Sections Share Cost

Beginning in 1990 the premiums for the three policies are divided between Sections and National.  The formula takes into consideration the following factors:

The number of members.

∙
The number of registered camps.

∙
The amount of gross income.

Sections are billed each fall for their portion of the cost

Certificates of Insurance

As part of our risk management plan, section officers are trained about insurance coverage and certificates of insurance.  Whenever they plan an event such as a section meeting, training or camp fair, they are asked to obtain a certificate of insurance.  Most section events are already included under the ACA policies.  However, an extra level of protection is provided when the insurance company is aware of the event and has acknowledged that general coverage exists.  If the education or training involves unusual risk factors such as horseback riding, aquatics or archery, the request should specify the activity.  The site frequently requires that a certificate be obtained. 

The section can request a certificate directly with the insurance company by completing the attached form. The company will need the following information:

1. event

2. date(s)

3. Name and address of where to send the certificate.

What is not Covered?
Generally, a Section needs to obtain for itself property coverage for the equipment in its office, worker’s compensation if there are Section employees, and auto coverage for owned or leased vehicles where the Section is responsible for the insurance. A Section with a large educational event(s) may also wish to consider convention cancellation insurance for those events (see national conference coverage for what this covers).

National Coverage Only Policies

(The following are policies the national organization has that Sections might consider adding to their coverage as well.  If a Section is interested in these additional coverages, contact the National Office for information and cost estimates.)

Property Coverage
This policy covers the ACA national property buildings, furniture and general office equipment to a value of $1,978,000. Values are based on appraisals which are updated by the Association periodically, and are on a replacement cost basis.

Computer Coverage
This policy covers all the ACA national computers. The coverage is for $234,000 in equipment and extra expense; $530,000 in data & media coverage; and $35,000 in loss of income and transit computer coverage.

Conference Cancellation Coverage
This policy covers ACA against the cancellation of the national conference whether due to strikes, hotel damage, weather, or such other factors beyond our control. The amount of the coverage is based on the lost profit from the conference + the costs associated with planning the conference.

Who to Notify with a Claim 

If you believe that an event has happened which would qualify for coverage under any of the above policies, you should notify the National Office as soon as possible. You should do this even if you are unsure of whether coverage applies.
